DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA

SUBJECT: Guidance to Delay or Decline Promotion for Calendar Year 2004 (CY 04)
Lieutenant Colonel (LTC) to Colonel (COL) Department of the Army (DA) Army
Promotion List (APL) Selectees (ARH Memo #05-017)

1. This memorandum provides policy for authorizing a delay on a case-by-case basis,
for up to one year from the Senate confirmation date, for those officers selected by the
CY 04 DA Mandatory COL APL (C) Selection Board. The Senate confirmation date for

this board is 17 February 2005.
2. Policy guidance for requests for delay is provided below:

a. Memorandum from TAG will request selected officer (full name, SSN, branch) be
delayed for (specify period but not to exceed one year from date of Senate confirmation

(17 Feb 2005)).

b. Justification for why the officer cannot be assighed to the position and promoted
immediately.

c. Include a promotion plan identifying the position the officer is to be assigned to
and promoted in by unit name, UIC, paragraph and line number, and specialty.

d. Enclosures:
(1) Request for delay from officer concerned.
(2) Current, updated copy of DA Form 2-1.

3. All requests for delay must be received for processing NLT 31 May 2005. Approval
or disapproval of request for delay will be in writing. If not approved for delay see
paragraph 4 below.

4. Officers recommended by the CY 04 (C) Board, who are not approved for delay,
must accept or decline promotion NLT 31 May 2005. Officers who fail to accept or
decline their promotion will be considered not eligible for promotion while assigned to
the ARNG on the convening date of the next board. Officers who desire to accept their
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Promotion to COL after the convening date of the next board must transfer to the USAR
Control Group (IRR). For officers who decline promotion, State AGs (MILPOs) will
=ubmit an amended AG601 roster (add roster), with a copy of the declination, to NGB-
ARP-DA in duplicate. The declination is the basis to add the officer to the list of officers
to be considered by the 2005 C Board.

5. Officers selected by the 2004 Board, who are promoted to COL on Federal
recognition orders prior to the convening date of the 2005 Board, do not require
approved delay to have that promotion processed.

6. This memorandum only pertains to delay and declination procedures for LTC to COL
APL (M-Day officers only). Officers serving in a Title 10/32 AGR status must submit
their request for delay through their state to NGB-ARP-DA. The request will be for an
indefinite delay due to their status as an AGR serving in the Title 10/32 AGR program.

7. This is the last memorandum you will receive on this subject. Future delay guidance
has been incorporated in the revision of Chapter 8 — Promotion for Other Than General
Cfficers, National Guard Regulation (NGR) (AR) 600-100. We will continue to notify you
of the yearly Senate confirmation date. .
