A series of VTC’s were held on June 10 and 17 respectively. The states were e-mailed various documents, including the “State of the Domains”, “Common Indexing Doc Types”, “Board Scrub Information Sheet” and “The VTC Agenda”. The initial item of interest, the pending board scrub initiative, was presented by the NCOIC of NGB-DA Boards, MSG Matthew Reeder. In his presentation, he explained how a list of board eligible officers is generated, who receives them, timelines for State/Soldier notifications and board scrubbing procedures. At this time, it was clearly communicated that all future board scrub procedures will be the responsibility of the state. 

On July 11, all State Domain Managers and their State Board Section POC’s were disseminated a copy of the FY09 1LT-CPT (APL) board scrub list with a suspense of July 21. The number of eligible candidates ranged from one to less than 100 per state. As of July 24, only 60% of the states have met the deadline.

As you know, a properly formatted record plays an essential role in the promotion process yet those soldiers who have not received adequate attention are often passed over which negatively impact their ability to serve your state and our country.
Therefore, we ask that you contact your Domain Managers/Board Sections and ensure that the records have been completely processed by COB 31 July. Upon completion, the state/territory Point of Contact shall e-mail SFC Josephine Keller (josephine.keller@us.army.mil.
