	DD FORM 93 Enhancements Available on AKO My Forms

	· Army Publication Directorate has released an enhanced version of the DD Form 93 (Jan 08), Record of Emergency Data, that is available for immediate use on the AKO My Forms portal.  These enhancements include:  the ability to auto-populate items 1 through 3 from the Soldier's TAPDB record by entering the first two letters of the last name, followed by the SSN; mouse-over-triggered explanatory pop-ups to summarize what information should or can be entered in a particular item; error messages or alert messages when invalid or incomplete information is entered or fails to be entered in certain key items of the form; and, the ability to attach PDF or word documents to the form; such documents might include maps to locations of hard-to-find next of kin, a continuation sheet for additional remarks that did not fit in item 14, or a copy of the spousal notification letter when required. 	Leap Year Issue with AKO My Forms


	· NGB OER/NCOER FROM DATE REMINDER (LEAP YEAR ISSUE):  HRC Evaluations Systems Office has asked that post the following reminder:  S1s need to be checking dates on Annual OERs and NCOERs on which the From Date is 20080229 (the extra day in a Leap Year).  This is important to prevent evaluation report processing delays and to ensure that a Soldier's next evaluation report has the correct From Date.  Annual evaluation reports account for 365 days ONLY.  Therefore, an Annual OER or NCOER with a From Date of 20080229 will have a Thru Date of 20090227.  NOTE:  The current OER (version 6.5) will accept 366 days on an annual report; if an incorrect thru date is entered by rating officials, it needs to be corrected prior to submission of the OER to HQDA and State Joint Force Headquarters for NCOERs.   The current NCOER (version 6.0) will not accept an inaccurate Thru Date; it will not allow a manual entry of greater than 365 days for an annual report, and it will not retain erroneous data entered on the DA Form 2166-8 using the Wizard.
