The Action column indicates the available action that the user can 

select to perform.  

The Status column will be updated after all selected actions are 

completed.  

The Duty Status, Effective Date, and Effective Time columns 

provide the details of each duty status.  

After a successful addition or removal action, the Report column 

will allow the user to click on a link to view and/or print the duty 

status report.  

Remove Existing Duty Status 

 

The user may select to remove the most recent duty status by 

selecting the appropriate action from the Action picklist. The 

system will issue a message asking the user to confirm that the 

selected duty status(es) will be removed.

To add new duty status, check the Add Duty Status checkbox.  

Click "Submit" to proceed. The system will display the Duty Status -

Note:  After updating the duty to AWL, AWC, MIS, MIA, CAP, INT, CCA, CMA, SCA, SMA the system will 

auto generate a Soldier Availability Deployment Tracking (SADT) record.  The system will also auto 

generate a SFPA AA for duty status AWL, AWC, CCA, CMA, SCA, SMA and generate the corresponding
